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DOE estimates how $39 million will be distributed by district

The Department of Education has just released estimates on how much each school administrative unit will get of the $39 million in federal Education Jobs Fund money coming to Maine.
The amounts are on the website at: www.maine.gov/education/recovery/edujobs.html
 The federal regulations tied to the money allow schools to spend it this school year or next, right up through September of 2012. The money can be used to rehire, avoid layoffs, restore furlough days and other-salary related items for teachers, principals, librarians, food service personnel, bus drivers and other school positions that provide school-level educational and related services.
The money is expected to be awarded to the state sometime in mid-September, according to the DOE.
