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State releases GPA estimates by district

The state Department of Education has released preliminary estimates of how much GPA each school district will be getting in the 2012-2013 school year. The spreadsheet and an explanation of what went into the calculations is at: http://www.maine.gov/education/data/eps/fy13/prelim_dated02Feb12.html. The numbers are based on a projected $19 million increase in GPA over the current fiscal year that has been promised by the governor. The department cautions that these numbers are only preliminary, however, because the Legislature has not yet voted on the supplemental budget that officially  establishes GPA for the upcoming school year.

The numbers are different than those released last fall because those estimates had no student driven data like enrollment included in the calculations. The earlier calculations only took into account property valuations and debt service.
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
